Developmental Screening Process

If the SST has concerns about a
student’s overall development, the
SST can complete the Cognitive and

Adaptive Behavior Questionnaire
during the meeting.

If the majority of the

If the majority of the answers are ‘NO’
then the Counselor will send an RFA
along with the completed
Questionnaire to the assessment staff
to obtain parent consent for a
